TRAILER HEATING UNIT – OPERATIONS PROCEDURES FOR 30NTR - MEPCA

START-UP PROCEDURES
1. Turn on the main fuel ON at the tank.
2. Set the THERMOSTAT KNOB to #5 position. 

(to confirm, the #5 should be found at the 6 o’clock (bottom) position of the knob)
3. Turn GAS CONTROL VALVE KNOB to PILOT position. 

(to confirm, the word PILOT should be found at the 6 o’clock (bottom) position of the knob)
4. Depress and hold black START BUTTON until GREEN ACTIVATOR light illuminates (approximately 2 seconds).

5. Depress the GAS CONTROL VALVE KNOB firmly to engage   gas flow. Repeat if necessary. Once completed, the FLOWMETER will read +/- #4.

6. Turn GAS CONTROL VALVE KNOB to ON position. FLOWMETER will read +/- 10. 

(to confirm, the word “ON” should be found at the 6 o’clock (bottom) position of the knob)
7. Set the THERMOSTAT KNOB to the desired setting. 

(to confirm, the desired setting number should be positioned at the 6 o’clock (bottom position of the knob)
8. The GREEN LIGHT will shut off and the YELLOW LIGHT will engage after the THERMOREACTOR catalyst has reached its full operating temperature (approximately 3 minutes).
Note: repeat process if catalyst not fully activated after electrical sequence has disengaged
SHUT-DOWN PROCEDURES
1. Press the STOP BUTTON.
2. Turn main fuel supply off at the tank. 

3. Turn GAS CONTROL VALVE KNOB to “OFF” position. (to confirm, the word “OFF” should be found at the 6 o’clock (bottom) position of the knob)
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
